The House bill passed Nov. 7 reaffirmed the long-
standing policy against elective abortions and in-
cluded measures on affordability and immigrants.
The Senate bill passed on December 24 requires
federal funds to subsidize and promote health plans
that cover elective abortions. NEITHER bill has ade-
quate conscience protection for health care provid-
ers, plans or employers.
